Dear Vendor or Exhibitor:

Thank you for your participation in the 16th annual Myersville Trolley Festival this year.  We have been more selective in our vendors and have more exhibits and demonstrations this and think the festival will be better than ever.

This document includes directions to the site and information about how to find your space.  I’m also including a page you can print out to place on your vehicles dashboard when entering the site during festival hours.  While we do not charge for parking, the Lion’s Club will be asking for donations and having the “Vendor” page showing through your windshield may prevent them from asking you for a donation each time you enter (although any donations you wish to make will be greatly appreciated.)

The festival site is an open field and you are encouraged to bring you own canopy/tent if you are not registered in our big tent.  (We don not require canopies/tents to be white.) You should bring your own tables, chairs, exhibit equipment, etc. and something to level them if necessary.  While the area is fairly flat it is a field and there might be a small hole right where you need to place a table leg or something.  If you paid for an electrical hook-up you should bring your own heavy duty waterproof extension cords as they will not be provided by the festival.  While we will try to place you as close as possible to an electrical hook-up it may be several yards away and you many need multiple long extension cords and the draw may not be enough to run more than low power items. 

Please be prepared for whatever the weather will be layers of clothing is also recommended.

The Attached diagram shows approximately where your space will be.  These are in either an .xls (arts and crafts vendors) or .ppt (exhibitors and food vendors) format if you cannot open them please go to the website and print one of the diagrams located there after September 15th.

We will have hosts at the site from 2:00-5:00 PM on Friday and 7:00-9:30 PM AM on Saturday to help you find your space if needed.  You can set up later on Friday evening but there is no outdoor lighting on the site.

Directions 
The site does not have its own address, but 2450 Canada Hill Road, Myersville, MD 21773 is right next door and can be used for GPS directions.

From Baltimore: take I-70 west roughly 10 miles past the city of Frederick to exit 42 (Myersville/Middletown Rd/Also RT 17).  At the end of the exit merge to the right (you will pass Sunoco and Exxon gas stations and at this point you are on Main St.).  Continue through the town of Myersville roughly one mile.  At the end of town you will come to a stop sign.  Continue straight (at this point the road becomes Canada Hill Rd.)  Continue on Canada Hill Rd for about ½ mile to the “Y” intersection, Canada Hill goes to the left up the hill.  Festival site is on the right just past 2540 Canada Hill Rd.  Look for the two white flag poles that mark the entrance.

From Washington: Take I-495 to I-270 North to Frederick.  Upon entering the city of Frederick I-270 ends.  Merge onto I-70 West and follow the directions from Baltimore.
From points West: Take I-270 East, exiting at Myersville/Middletown Rd. (Exit 42, also know as Route 17).  At the end of the exit turn left and follow the directions listed above through town.
