Myersville Trolley Festival 
October 17 & 18, 2009
Greetings Show Vendors and Demonstrators!

For the 16th consecutive year, the Myersville Lions Club is once again hosting the popular Myersville Trolley Festival, celebrating the history and heritage of the trolley that once ran through the scenic Middletown Valley. The festival will include tours of the restored H&F Trolley #150 and waiting station, live music, educational exhibits and demonstrations, nature trails, animal displays, “trolley rides”, hay rides, auction, and food and quality arts and crafts for sale. It is a festival geared towards families, history and train/trolley enthusiasts and anyone just looking for some good outdoors fun. 
MORE VENDORS. MORE DEMONSTRATORS. We significantly increased the number of arts and craft vendors and demonstrators last year and expect to do so again this year. Most from last year will be returning and we expect to add a clock repairing demonstration, an astronomy club exhibit, a wood turning exhibit, working model steam engines and other exhibits. 

We have been received a Frederick County Tourism grant to advertise the event in a wider array of publications and are working to get corporate sponsors to be able to offer such things as a Punch and Judy show, as well as other activities.
 BLUEGRASS COMPETITION. We feature one of the only Bluegrass Competition in Maryland which we expect to attract more people from a wider area. The contest will be held during the day and will be “family friendly.”
BACK BY POPULAR DEMAND – ‘COLD HARD CASH.’ This high-energy honky tonk foursome was a popular addition to previous festivals and we are bringing them back for one day only this year.
The Trolley Festival will be held October 17 and 18 from 10AM to 5PM each day. This is an outdoor festival in a beautiful natural setting located at 2540 Canada Hill Rd. We offer both enclosed tent spaces 10ft by 10ft (only 14 tent spaces are available unless enough early registrations are received to warrant renting an additional tent) and less expensive open air spaces 12ft by 12ft. You are encouraged to bring your own shelter to protect against the sun and weather. In addition, we have a commercial vendor’s section for those who do not make their product themselves (i.e. antiques/collectibles, balloons, product reps, imported sweaters, books, etc.). Commercial product spaces are open air, 12ft by 12ft. Electricity is available for both open and tent spaces for an additional cost of $15, but hook-ups are limited and will be available based on the order in which paid requests are received. 
This year we are offering a special rate for non-profit organizations of $20 for a 12 x 12 open space. A non-profit organization is a 501 (c) (3) organization such as a church, Boy or Girl Scout or other youth oriented organization, senior citizen, environmental or animal welfare, etc. organization. This discount does not apply to political organizations. The Trolley Festival committee reserves the right to determine whether an organization qualifies for the non-profit discount and decisions will be made on a case by case basis. Non-profit registrations can not request electrical hook-ups.
We offer an early registration discount for open air and commercial spaces. Because of an increase in the cost of renting the ‘big tent’ (due to increased fuel prices) we are not able to offer an early registration discount for spaces under our tent. Paid registrations received by August 1 for open air and commercial spaces will receive a $15 discount. The discount does not apply to non-profit registrations.

We will try to accommodate requests to receive the same spot as last year, but we can not guarantee it unless early registration and payment is received.

Paid registrations must be received by September 26th in order to guarantee a listing in the event program. Vendors and demonstrators will also be listed on the Myersville Lions Club website if time allows once paid registration is received.

Deadline for registration is October 7th.  Please apply using the attached application. Spaces will be awarded on a first come, first served basis. 

If you are offering any kind of food product (whether you made it yourself or are re-selling pre- made/wrapped items), you must check with the Frederick County Health Department to secure any required permits. Call the Health Department’s General Information number at 301.600.1029 or 1.877.463.3464 to obtain the necessary information.

Please put your name on the back of each photo if you would like them returned. If you are a returning vendor you do not have to send photos. You may only sell those items that you described in your application. This committee reserves the right to disqualify any applicant due to inappropriate or offensive material.
